VBS Children Provide Beds 
For Haitian Orphans 

 

 We are encouraged that this year’s VBS responded very generously to the needs of children in Haiti 
who lost so much during the January earthquake. The $2,150.21 mission offering will be used by an 
international aid organization called “Sweet Sleep” to provide Haitian children the following supplies: 7 
complete Sweet Sleep bunk beds for 2 children each; 1 complete Sweet Sleep single bed; 1 life-saving 
mosquito net; 2 French-Creole Bibles; 2 vinyl mattress covers; 1 set of sheets; 1 mattress.  
 

Backpacks and School Supplies 
Needed by August 15 

 

 Between now and August 15 our church is collecting backpacks,  school supplies, socks, and underwear 
for children kindergarten through high school for distribution through the Oregon Hill Baptist Center.  Each 
child needs:  a sturdy backpack (large enough for notebooks and textbooks); 1 three-ring binder and divider 
tabs; 1 or 2 packs (200 sheets total) of wide or standard rule loose leaf paper; 4 black and white composition 
books; 2 three or five-subject spiral notebooks (no single-subject spiral notebooks);  5 to 8 No. 2 pencils (no 
mechanical pencils); 5 to 8 black or blue ink pens (no gel pens, please); a Christian bookmark or something 
similar, appropriate for children.  The children will be able to choose their backpacks, notebooks, etc., so do 
not "pack" the backpacks for them.   
 In addition to the above items needed for each child, listed below are extra items which are needed by 
some but not all children.  Not as many of these items are needed: 2" three-ring binders;  pocket  folders (with 
or w/out brads) in solid colors; colored pencils;  rulers (12 metric); red ink pens ;  crayons (pack of 16 or 24); 
highlighters; markers (washable 8/10 pack);  3x5 index cards and file box; erasers;  pencil top and block; pencil 
sharpeners (small, hand-held); protractors; clear school glue, 4-oz.; blank CDs; scissors (pointed or blunt, 
metal); glue sticks; water-color paint kits; pencil boxes;  zippered pencil pouches for 3-ring binder;  dictionary 
(pocket-size); tissues (large box and pocket size); zip lock bags (quart and gallon size; hand sanitizer (regular 
size); calculator(4-function).
